Graded Assignments

Activities (10%): This course includes activities that will allow you to explore the cloud. 

Quizzes (25%): As you work on your AWS training, you will complete a quiz with questions meant to emulate what 
you will see on your certification exam. This helps to prepare you for the exam.

Knowledge Checks (10%): At the end of each AWS content module, multiple-choice quizzes will be used to 
assess your knowledge of the material you just learned.

Labs (20%): Many of the AWS content modules include hands-on labs to give students the opportunity to practice 
with some of the concepts and skills they learn.

Final Exam (25%): At the end of the course you will take a multiple choice practice exam, meant to emulate the 
level of difficulty and range of topics covered in the AWS Certified Cloud Practitioner exam.

Course Communication
All communication will take place via the discussion forums and course announcement page. There will be a 
discussion forum where you can post general questions, comments, and direct inquiries for the instructor and course 
team.

Course Resets
